
AUDIT INQUIRY | Irregularity took place between 2019 and 2022

Rs 65L ripped off at Police
Welfare Centre petrol pump

A rip-off worth Rs 65 lakh
has cropped up in a petrol
pump at the Police Welfare
Centre on the police road in
Chhatarpur district.

The irregularity took
place between 2019 and
2022. The rip-off came to
light after an audit inquiry,
official sources said.

The civil line police regis-
tered an FIR against five per-
sons, including three
government employees.

The then acting deputy in-
spector, now retired; two
policemen; and two em-
ployees of the petrol pump
were among the guilty.

They reportedly forged
the records and appropri-
ated the petrol pump s
money.

A probe team set up by
the Superintendent of Police
and Additional Superintend-
ent of Police brought the rip-
off to light. The team
submitted a 100-page report
highlighting the scam.

The report said the ac-

cused forged the documents
relating to the stock register,
cash deposit, and balance
sheet of the petrol pump.

The then acting deputy in-
spector Rajabhuvan Singh, a
resident of Khaddi, Rewa,
working as an accountant
for the petrol pump, forged

the documents.
He made wrong entries in

the documents. The con-
stable Bhupat Singh was
working as an assistant in
the petrol pump in 2018.

The constable helped Ra-
jabhuvan Singh hide the ir-
regularity.

Head constable, Prakadh 
Ahirwar, working as an as-
sistant at the petrol pump in
2019, did not inform the sen-
ior officers about the forgery.

The salesmen of the petrol
pump, Mahboob Ali and
Collector Singh Bundela, are

facing the charges of forging
documents.

The audit also revealed
that the petrol pump had in-
curred a loss of Rs 65 lakh.

City Superintendent of
Police, Aman Mishra, said
that a rip-off worth Rs 65
lakh had come to light.

A committee set up to
probe the case confirmed
the scam had taken place.

The civil lines police
registered a case against
five persons on the basis of
the audit team report,
Mishra said.

Expressing
dissatisfaction with the cur-
rent rail infrastructure, he
called for expansion and faster
project execution.

He also instructed that de-
layed works be expedited, es-
pecially the Greenfield road
between Indore and Ujjain
and conversion of Hari Phatak
bridge into a four-lane struc-
ture.

2028 involves 101 major works
across 10departments totalling
over Rs 9,186 crore.

Madhya Pradesh clinched five
medals in Mallakhamb and
Pencak Silat in the Khelo India
Beach Games 2025. They in-
cluded 1 gold, 3 silver and 1
bronze.

The competition is being
held in the Union Territory of
Dadra and Nagar Haveli and
Daman and Diu, from May 19
to 24. The KIBG 2025 is the
first-ever edition of Beach
Games under the Indian gov-
ernment’s Khelo India banner.

The Mallakhamb team
from the state won 1 Gold and
1 Silver. In the men’s pyramid
championship, the players
won the Gold Medal with
28.50 points while in the
women’s team championship,
the team secured silver medal
with points 80.5.

Athletes from the state won
2 Silver and 1 Bronze in Pen-
cak Silat. In Regu Team
Events, Vishakha Kol, Pinky
Kol, Anushree Kushwaha se-
cured bronze medal while in
solo individual events, Disha
Reddy bagged silver medal. In
Individual Tunggal Events,
Bhumika Jain won silver
medal.

A total of 50 contingent in-
cluding 39 athletes and 11 offi-
cials from Madhya Pradesh
are taking part in the KIBG
2025. The MP team has quali-
fied for beach soccer, pencak-
silat and mallakhamb. The
team has 15 players in pencak-
silat, 12 players in mallakhamb
and 12 players in the women’s
team in beach soccer.

The competition includes a
total of eight games like
beach soccer, pencaksilat, se-
paktakraw, beach kabaddi,
beach volleyball, open water
swimming, mallakhamb
(demonstration sports) and
tug-of-war (demonstration
sports).

Cartoonist
booked for
sharing
objectionable
cartoons
on RSS

Police on Wednesday
booked a cartoonist for
making objectionable car-
toons against RSS and post-
ing them on a social media
platform. A case under sec-
tion 196, 299, 302, 352, 353 (2)
of the BNS and further in-
vestigations are on.

According to Lasudia po-
lice station staff, High Court
advocate Vinay Joshi, a resi-
dent of Sudama Nagar area
of the city has lodged a com-
plaint that he was at the ISK-
CON temple in Nipania area
when he watched a social
media ID with name He-
mant Malviya on his mobile
phone. On Malviya s time-
line, some images have been
uploaded, which have been
deliberately circulated to in-
cite people in a malicious
manner against the RSS or-
ganisation, in which objec-
tionable and indecent
cartoons of PM Narendra
Modi and RSS volunteers
have been shown, and com-
ments have also been made
on my worshipped Lord
Shiva.

Joshi informed the police
that the videos, photos, and
comments posted by Mal-
viya on a social media plat-
form have hurt his, RSS
workers' and entire Hindu
society's religious senti-
ments. This act has been
done deliberately by the
user of this social media ac-
count to incite conflict be-
tween classes, to humiliate
and anger the world's lar-
gest organisation RSS. The
screen recording and screen
shots of the timeline and
profile details have been
saved by the complainant
and he would present.

Mayor cancels contract of Turkish
company involved in BRTS work

Mayor Pushyamitra Bhargav
on Wednesday cancelled the
contract of a Turkish company
which was involved in Bus
Rapid Transit System (BRTS)
following its connection with
anti-India links.

The move comes a day after
Madhya Pradesh urban devel-
opment and housing minister
Kailash Vijayvargiya put Tur-
kish firm Asis Guard, which is
involved in Bhopal and Indore
metro projects under the lens
for its direct or indirect links to
anti-India elements.

We came to know that a
Turkish firm (Asis Elektronik)
was involved in ticket and rev-
enue collection work under
the BRTS project. As this com-

pany is a sister concern of a
company which prepared
drones used by Pakistan
armed forces against India
during Operation Sindoor, we
terminated its contract, Bhar-
gav told Free Press.

The mayor said that anti-
Turkey sentiments are run-
ning high and people of
Indore, who are very patriotic,
can t bear to be associated
with a firm which was directly
or indirectly involved in any
project within the city.

As per information, Asis
company had been doing
ticket collection work under
the BRTS project since 2016.
Indians got furious against

China and Turkey ever since it
came to fore that drones and
missiles supplied by the two
countries were used against
India. BRTS corridor was de-
veloped around 13 years ago
with the help of grant from the
central government. The pro-
ject was completed with use of
many foreign material and
contract for revenue collection
were also granted to cities and
countries beyond India. As
the tension with Pakistan esca-
lated, Turkey and China
openly sided with the neigh-
bouring enemy state leading
to ire among Indians against
them.

India is one by one identify-

ing involvement of Turkish
firms in Indian projects and
cancelling the same if any di-
rect or indirect involvement is
found with companies that
supplied drones to Pakistan.

On Tuesday, the state gov-
ernment signalled at terminat-
ing its contract with Turkish
company Asis Guard, which is
currently involved in the digi-
tal systems of the Bhopal and
Indore Metro projects. The
move follows reports that
drones manufactured by the
company were allegedly used
by Pakistan in anti-India oper-
ations, particularly during Op-
eration Sindoor.

The company is under scru-
tiny for its suspected indirect
involvement in activities
threatening India s sover-
eignty.

Shooting range
director held for
molesting woman
Indore: The director of a
shooting range was arrested
by Annapurna police for al-
legedly molesting a woman
who had gone there to learn
shooting. According to the
police, the woman lodged a
complaint stating that she
had gone to the Dream Olym-
pic Shooting Range to learn
and practice shooting, where
the director of the institute,
Mosin Khan, allegedly
touched her inappropriately
during the training session.
The incident occurred in
2023, but the case was regis-
tered around 18 months later,
as the woman was initially
too frightened to report it to
the police.

OP SINDOOR AFTERMATH|
Anti-Turkey sentiments running high

No life jackets, no
security during
VIP boating

A casual boating trip turned
into a controversy after photos
surfaced online showing many
public representatives on the
Narmada river without any
safety gear or security, trigger-
ing sharp public criticism and
calls for accountability.

The incident took place on
Sunday, May 18, after a large-

scale cleanliness drive at
Rajghat. Among the 17 people

on board were MP Darshan
Singh Chaudhary, Rajya Sabha

MP Maya Narolia and Munici-
pal Council president Neetu
Mahendra Yadav. Shockingly,
the group boarded a regular
boat without life jackets, life-
guards or designated security
personnel.

Photos and videos posted by
one of the MPs drew attention
to the glaring violation of safety
protocols. Eyewitnesses and
critics said that the administra-
tion ignored established
norms meant to protect both
VIPs and citizens. People are
calling it a serious lapse of pro-
tocol and demanding a probe
by district administration.
